 Mile  an hour wind 

gusts, the sun never 

really coming out from its cloudy hiding place, 

2 Beamers and 1 GoldWing, and a lot of  ñtwistysò 

was the order of the day. The icing on the 

cakeéhaving lunch and kicking tires at the lounge 

overlooking the ñOld Missò with leader, Tom 

Nichols (Road Captain) and tail gunner, Tom Malia 

(Senior Road Captain), good people. 

 

This was my first experience TOURING with the 

Top Cats. It was so enjoyable that I was left with 

wanting more. I must have ground off a 1/8
th
 inch of 

metal off my foot pegs enjoying the long curved 

roads that I swore I was going to remember the 

names of, but maybe it is best to leave that for 

another day to discover them all over again.

The ñBig Guyò decided to sneeze on us as we left the 

parking lot, and again later on, but mostly good 

riding weather. Westward Ho. Even the back roads of 

the surrounding area that I have traveled many times 

before seemed new and enjoyable on that day.  

 

Even as gusty winds caused the Tomôs BMW 1200 

GS in front of me to, from time to time, give into its 

gentile push, I was not concerned. The ñFatWingò in 

conjunction with my fat but, barley acknowledged 

the winds existence on most of the trip. The hardest 

part of the trip was when my battery on my MP3 

player ran out after 7 hours and having to listen to the 

music of the air waveséyuck.

AFFIE THE ELEPHANT DIES AT ZOO 
'SUCH A CHARISMATIC ANIMAL'

Affie, an African elephant popular with generations 

of children visiting Brookfield Zoo, died Friday 

afternoon, zoo officials said. 

 

At 40, Affie was the sixth oldest African elephant in 

a U.S. zoo. 

 

Though she appeared fine when a night zookeeper 

checked on her at 4 a.m., Affie was found lying on 

her side at 8 a.m. 

 

Hours of efforts to get the 10,400-pound elephant 

back on her feet failed, and she died about 2 p.m. 

 

An autopsy was being performed late Friday to 

determine the cause of death, zoo spokeswoman 

Sondra Katzen said. 

 

In 2003, another Brookfield Zoo African elephant, 

Mame, was euthanized after she was injured -- 

probably in a brush with another elephant, Christy. 

 

Christy is now the zoo's only African elephant.

Affie had exceeded the average 33-year life 

expectancy of a female African elephant in captivity, 

the zoo said. 

 

As an older animal, she got special treatment, such as 

a special floor and a sand pile she could lean on. 

 

"Affie was a special animal loved by guests and our 

staff," said Kim Smith, vice president of animal care. 

"It's heartbreaking to lose such a charismatic animal." 

 

Affie came to Brookfield from the Indianapolis Zoo 

in 1979 and garnered plenty of publicity for the zoo 

over the years.
